Of course we will have religion classes for our
youngsters. We are going to schedule one session a month
for families to learn together-parents, grands, kids, aunts,
uncles... we want to give you a chance to learn with our
young ones, more about our faith. We will continue our
First Saturday Family Masses and Youth Ministry. We
want to start a monthly dinner gathering for you young
marrieds to give you a chance for some adult conversa-
tion...(babysitting provided) We want to provide multiple
opportunities for folks to get together around service, spir-
ituality or social events. We want to continue with our
small Christian communities in Advent and Lent. Our
Monday night initiation sessions are on- going (RCIA) you
can invite a friend to join in at any time.

Let us know if there is a particular topic that you
would like to know more about. We have speakers coming
in to help us learn more about handling the stress of our
daily life, technology and social media (for us and our
kids) as well as immigration questions.

We know there is so much we need to continue to
learn together. We are counting not only on your support
and participation, but your leadership as well. So rest up
this last two week of August because once September hits
we’re going to be really busy!
